COLLEGE AND FOUNDATION SHARE INTEREST IN WINE 
 

Although nearly a continent away, Piedmont Virginia Community College has a unique 
connection to John and Nancy McClintock and their Vista Hills Vineyards.  One of the 
beneficiaries of the Clint Foundation’s national scholarship program, PVCC is a leader 
in viticulture (growing grapes) and enology (producing wine) education in Virginia. 
 
The PVCC program began in 2004 in response to demands from Central Virginia’s 
booming wine industry.  Regional experts in vineyard management, wine making and 
marketing teach the courses, which meet on location at local vineyards and wineries.  
The first students graduated in 2006.  Also in 2006, the program and its advisory 
council received awards for Excellence in Career and Technical Education from the 
Virginia Department of Education. 
 
The program is an example of the unique role community colleges play in responding 
to the needs of business and industry and in providing educational program that 
prepare students to go immediately into the workforce.  In many cases, these are 
adults who are looking for more productive careers and better lives for themselves and 
their families.  Typically these students continue to work, many of them full time, while 
attending college.

Rollins College Clint Scholar Spotlight:  
Christopher Gorman ’10 

 
One of Rollins College’s Clint Foundation Scholars in 2007 has already given back to the 
community.  Christopher Gorman, a sophomore physics major who is one of the College’s six 
Clint Foundation Scholars this year, temporarily exchanged his lab coat and physics textbooks 
for hammers and insulating material to help meet the needs of a community in the wake of 
disaster. 
 
Gorman, who has already conducted ground-breaking, graduate-level research in musical 
acoustics while at Rollins, also participates in the campus organization Rollins Relief.  This is a 
student-led organization dedicated to assisting communities with disaster relief; it was born out 
of Rollins students’ desire to help the people of New Orleans in the wake of Hurricanes Katrina 
and Rita in 2005.  Rollins Relief has organized six trips to New Orleans’ Saint Bernard Parish 
community, and plans on continuing. 
 
In January 2007, Gorman and 50 other Rollins students, faculty, and staff traveled to Saint 
Bernard Parish for a week-long relief effort, gutting houses so that owners may be able to one 
day return to their homes.   
 
“Gutting houses is a very tedious job, and is almost impossible for a family of a few people to 
do, especially if they have no place to live at the time,” Gorman says.  “After more than two 
years, the owners of these houses still have not moved back and need assistance in the 
process of getting their lives back.”  
 
Four months after his first trip, Gorman and 10 others returned to Saint Bernard Parish to build 
a house.  After a week of hanging drywall, installing insulation, and painting the house exterior, 
his volunteer group finished the house and personally handed it over to its owner.  
 
Gorman and the rest of his group plan to take another trip to New Orleans during their 
Christmas 2007 break. 
 
 “Our hope is to take more than 100 students and provide a significant amount of help to the 
people in Saint Bernard,” he says.
